Young Foresight professional development seminar

I am delighted to invite you to the Young Foresight professional development seminar to take place at Duxford Officers’ Mess on Wednesday 24 July 2002 between 1 and 4 pm.

As you may know, Young Foresight is an exciting new curriculum development initiative for Year 9 pupils (13 year olds) in design and technology.  The initiative involves teachers working with mentors from local industry to help pupils design innovative products and services for the future.  At the national level it is funded by both the Department of Trade and Industry and the Department for Education and Skills.

An independent evaluation of the pilot phase concluded that Young Foresight pupils were more creative, better able to work in groups and showed better than average abilities.  In addition Young Foresight motivated pupils disenchanted with the traditional design and technology offering. Teachers and mentors were most effective in executing Young Foresight when they received joint training and sustained support during implementation of the project.

The East of England Development Agency (EEDA) is proposing to support the development of Young Foresight in the East of England.  EEDA promotes innovation widely across the region, in fact “spirit of ingenuity” and “space for ideas” are the underpinning straplines to its new branding of the region.  EEDA is supporting Young Foresight and Education Business Link Organisations largely through their SETPOINT network to develop trainers, mentors and teachers across the region.
The seminar has three aims: 
· to introduce Young Foresight to a wide range of groups in the East of England concerned with education for innovation.
· to explain how Young Foresight and innovation is being supported in the East of England. 
· to discuss plans for the development of recognised trainers to support the introduction of Young Foresight into the region. 
Dr David Barlex, the educational manager for Young Foresight who has been responsible for the development of the materials and training programme in the successful pilot phase, will lead the seminar. 
I do hope you will be able to attend this seminar as it marks the starting point of a major education - industry initiative that will have considerable impact on the future success of the young people in our region.
